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2) The bidder is to submit the tender in the form issued by the BSNL and has to sign with seal on all 
the pages as a token of acceptance of the tender conditions.  Any conditions put forth by the bidder 
other than the conditions mentioned by BSNL in the tender notice will be treated as Null and Void. 
 
3) The envelope  containing the tender should be superscribed as– “Limited Tender Notice  

for supply of Tools & Miscellaneous Items . 
 
4)   Along with the tender, an EMD of Rs. 1700/- (Rupees One Thousand Seven Hundred only) 

should be paid in the form of crossed Demand Draft drawn from any Nationalized Bank / 
Scheduled Bank payable to the Accounts Officer (Cash), BSNL O/o Chief General Manager 
Telecom., Karnataka Circle, Bangalore-8.  If the EMD is not furnished, the tender will not be 
considered. 

 
5).  The EMD will be refunded to unsuccessful bidders as per the prevailing BSNL rules.  
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7).   If any bidder withdraws after opening the tender, the withdrawal would amount to  

refusal to accept the work and forfeiture of the entire EMD paid by him. 
 
8).  If the tendered item is  not supplied on the due date fixed by this office, the competent authority 
will have the right to deduct 0.5% of the value of the delayed supply including tax etc for each 
week’s delay or part thereof for a period up to 10 weeks and thereafter at 0.7% of the value of the 
delayed supply for each week of delay or part thereof for another 10 weeks of delay.  In the case of 
package supply where the delayed portion of the supplies materially hamper the installation and 
commissioning of the systems, LD charges shall be levied as above on the total value of the 
concerned package of the P.O.  Quantum of liquidation damage assessed and levied by the purchaser 
shall be final and not challengeable by the supplier. 
 
9).   The submission of the tender by the bidder shall be taken to signify his acceptance of the 
stipulated terms and conditions of the tender. 
 
10). The competent authority reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders without assigning any 
reasons whatsoever. 
 
11). The successful bidder should furnish a security deposit for an amount equal to 5% of the value 
of purchase order in the form of crossed Demand Draft / Bank Guarantee drawn from any 
recognized Nationalized Bank / Scheduled Bank payable to the Accounts Officer (Cash), BSNL, O/o 
CGMT, Karnataka Circle, Bangalore-8. 
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12.2   The balance 5%  shall be released within 6 months from the date of supply of the items in case 
there are no damage/shortages. In those cases where such shortages/ damages are intimated to the 
supplier in writing, the balance payment shall be released only after the cases are settled in 
accordance with  the provisions of the PO.

  14.TERMINATION  FOR  INSOLVENCY                                                                               
The Purchaser may at any time terminate the contract by giving written notice to the Supplier, 
without compensation to the Supplier.  If the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent as 
declared by the competent court provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right 
of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser. 
 
15.  Arbitration :    The dispute if any arising out of this contract will be referred to the sole 
Arbitrator appointed by the Chief General Manager or any person nominated by him.  The decision 
of the sole Arbitrator appointed by the Chief General Manager will be final.  The dispute if any has 
to be placed before the Chief General Manager. 
 

a) There will be no objection to any such appointment that the Arbitrator is a Government 
Servant.  If however, the Arbitrator is a Government Servant he will not be one who had an 
opportunity to deal with the matter to which the tender agreement relates or that in the course 
of his duties as Government Servant he has expressed views, on all or any of the matters in 
dispute or in differences.  The award of the Arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties.  
It is a term of agreement that in the event of such arbitrator to whom the matter is originally 
referred to being transferred or vacating his office, residing or refusing to work of neglecting 
his work being unable to act for any reason whatsoever, “the said officer” shall appoint 
another person to act as arbitrator in place of outgoing arbitrator in accordance with the terms 
of this tender agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed with the 
reference from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessor. 

b) The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of all the parties enlarge the time for 
making the award. 

c) Subject to the aforesaid provisions, the Arbitration Act, 1940 and the rules made there under 
and any modification thereof made from time to time in force shall be deemed to apply the 
arbitration proceedings under this clause. 

d) Upon every and any reference as afore said the assessment of costs and of incidental expenses 
in the proceedings for the award shall be in the discretion of the arbitrator.  The venue of the 
arbitration shall be the place from which the acceptance note is issued or such other place as 
the Arbitrator at his discretion may determine. 

 
16.  SET OFF:   Any sum of money due and payable to the bidder (including security deposit 
refundable to him) under this contract may be appropriated by the purchaser or the BSNL or any 
other person or persons contracting through the BSNL, India and set off the same against any claim 
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of the purchaser or BSNL or such other person or persons for payment of a sum of money arising out 
of this contract or under any other contract made by the contractor with the purchaser or BSNL or 
such other person or persons contracting through BSNL, India. 
 
17. The supply of Tool & Miscellaneous items as mentioned in the Annexure should be delivered to 
the DE (NRC), 63/4, Vishwanatha Rao Road, Bangalore – 560 001 free of freight charges.
